	What did Dame Ellen MacArthur achieve? (She set a world record for the fastest solo non-stop voyage around the world on her first attempt in 2005.)
What did Matthew Henson achieve? (Matthew Henson and explorer Robert Peary said they were the first men to reach the North Pole in 1909.)
What did Mary Kingsley achieve? (She travelled to Africa, climbed Mount Cameroon and learnt about new animals in 1893.)
What did Christopher Columbus achieve? (At the time, people thought Christopher Columbus was a great man for discovering The Americas in 1492 – this was somewhere new to people from Europe.)
	Christopher Columbus 
First voyage over 500 years ago in 1492. 

Satellites take photographs of the Earth. In the past, maps were created by explorers, who sailed around the world discovering new land. 

Where did Christopher Columbus want to go? (‘The Indies’ – China and India.)
Who helped him to get there? (King Ferdinand II of Spain.)
How did he get there? (By sailing ship.)
Where did he land? (‘The Americas’ – we now know as the Bahamas in North America.)
	Matthew Henson 
Matthew Henson and explorer Robert Peary said they were the first men to reach the North Pole in 1909.

The North Pole is in the Arctic. 

Henson went to the Arctic seven times with fellow explorer Robert E Peary between 1891 and 1909.

After reaching the North Pole in 1909, Peary, the leader of the expedition returned to the US as a hero. At the time, the USA was very racially divided. Black people faced discrimination, and as an African-American man, Henson received little of the attention or appreciation that Peary did. It wasn't until nearly thirty years later, in 1937 that Matthew Henson began to be recognised for his achievement.
	Neil Armstrong 
Neil Armstrong is famous for being the first human to walk on the Moon.
He was a space explorer.

In 1969, Neil Armstrong was the commander of the Apollo 11 mission. 
Two other astronauts, Buzz Aldrin and Michael Collins, were aboard the spacecraft with him.

They launched from Kennedy Space Centre on 16th July 1969.

Neil would always point to all the great work done by the large team that he was part of. That team who he worked with allowed him to take that first step on the Moon.
	Amelia Earhart 
What did Amelia Earhart achieve? (She was the first woman to fly solo across the Atlantic Ocean and the first person to fly solo across the Pacific Ocean.)

A source is an item that provides historians with information about the past. 

Primary source – original item from the period being studied that has not been changed in any way.

Is an eyewitness account a primary source? (Yes because it is from someone who was at the event being studied.)

London in the past- the year 1666 was in the 17th century. Illustrations to support understanding of what life was like. 

Buildings focus - Houses were often made from wood and had straw roofs. They were not made of bricks as they often are today.

Samuel Pepys (1633 – 1703). He was a Member of Parliament and lived in London. He kept a very detailed diary from 1660 
to 1669 and this diary became one of the most important sources of information about London during this time in history.
	The Great Fire of London is an event that happened beyond living memory that is important to the United Kingdom (England). 

In 1666 – life was very different in London. Occupations allow us to compare past and present day. 

	1666 jobs- chimney sweep, blacksmith, apothecary, rat-catcher, gong farmer, spinner, chandler, cook, scullery maid, carpenter, musician, firefighter. 



Firefighter focus- There was no organised fire brigade in 1666. Firefighting was very basic and people did not learn much about how to do it. 
Leather buckets full of water were thrown onto fire to put it out. Water squirts were also used. This water had to be carried from wells or from the river because there were no taps in houses.
	The Great Fire of London happened between 2-5 September in 1666.  The fire began in a bakery in Pudding Lane. 

Before the fire began, there had been a drought in London that lasted for 10 months, so the city was very dry.

In 1666, lots of people had houses made from wood and straw, which burned easily. To fight fires during this time, people would have used leather buckets, metal hooks and water squirts. All of these factors contributed to spreading the fire and making it such a devastating event.

London was very dry after a long, hot summer.
The streets were very narrow.
Houses were made of wood and straw.
There was a very strong wind that blew the fire from house to house.
There were lots of warehouses near the bakery that were full of things like wood and rope, which caught fire easily.


	People could write
things down in 1666. 
Some people had quills,
sheets of paper and notebooks.

Quills were writing tools that were used before pens were invented. They were made by sharpening the tip of a feather and were dipped in ink to write with. 

Excerpt to focus on from Samuel Pepys’ Diary- ‘Jane called us up about three in the morning, to tell us of a great fire they saw in the City. So I rose and slipped on my nightgown, and went to her window, …I thought it far enough off; and so went to bed again and to sleep…By and by Jane comes and tells me that she hears that above 300 houses have been burned down to-night by the fire we saw, and that it is now burning down all Fish-street, by London Bridge.’


	In October 1666, King Charles appointed architects, including Sir Christopher Wren, to plan how to rebuild London.

Lots of the work was completed by 1676 (ten years after the fire).

Some streets were made wider or straighter. Wider streets help to space out houses for safety and allow people and transport to move around more easily. 

Houses began to be made mainly of brick, though some use of wood was allowed. The grander houses sometimes had doorways and windows made out of stone. Brick and stone are not flammable materials (they cannot catch fire easily like wood can).

Water pipes that were destroyed during the fire were rebuilt so it was easier to send water from the river Thames to the houses close by.
However, pipes were still made of wood for 
many years. Water pipes in London today are mostly made of cast iron.
	Before the fire- Many houses were made from wood with straw roofs. Streets were very narrow and not straight. This meant that they could become very crowded. Houses were very close together. Many tall buildings also had upper floors that ‘jutted’ out into the street.

During the fire- The fire started on Sunday 2nd September 1666 in a baker’s shop owned by Thomas Farriner.
The fire spread through London. People tried to put it out. 
People had to carry their belongings to safety using boats on the river Thames. 
By Thursday, the wind had died down and many buildings had been pulled down so the fire had stopped.

After the fire- At least 65,000 people were left homeless. Many lived in tents in fields outside of London. Around a third of the city needed to be rebuilt.

	Photographs vs paintings- paintings of the fire, while helpful for showing us what it would have looked like, were often produced much later. 

Samuel Pepys was an eyewitness to the fire- diaries can be useful sources of information about the past.
	The details of King Charles II speech were written down in this declaration from 1666. This is an important historical source to give us an idea of what happened after the fire. 

Over time, the safety and durability of buildings has improved due to what people learn from events that happen. The GFoL is an example of this. 
	We know about the Great Fire of London because of historical sources. 
 
For example: London Gazette newspaper report from
3rd September 1666, an eyewitness statement
about the fire, signed by
John Morgan in 1668 and Samuel Pepys' diary entries from 2nd - 6th September 1666.
