	 Laurence Stephen Lowry was a northern artist famous for his oil paintings of industrial cityscapes. He was born on 1st November 1887 in Stretford, Lancashire.

When Lowry was a boy, his family moved from the green, leafy area of Rusholme to the more industrial area of Pendlebury in the suburb of Salford, Greater Manchester. Lowry did not like the area at first but soon grew more interested in his surroundings, spending time sketching the factory chimneys and mills.

Lowry began to paint urban landscapes of factories, mills, chimneys and the workers who clocked in and clocked out day after day.
Lowry’s human figures were nicknamed ‘matchstick men’ due to their spindly appearance.

When Lowry was outside without a sketchbook, he would sketch on the back of envelopes, napkins and cloakroom tickets. He would then give them to young people who were out and about with their families.

Calligraphy, which is a form of artistic writing, allowed early Islamic artists to communicate a text in a decorative form. Calligraphy in the early Islamic civilisation was used to decorate many different items including manuscripts, clothing, pottery, buildings and armour.

Vegetal patterns are semi-natural patterns used in early Islamic art decorated buildings, textiles, pottery and manuscripts. The patterns are based on plants and flowers found in the natural world.

Geometric patterns were very popular in the early Islamic civilisation and they decorated everything from clothing to mosques. Geometric patterns could be used on their own or combined with calligraphy or vegetal patterns to form more complex artwork.

	 Yayoi Kusama is a contemporary artist from Japan. She is best known for her installations and sculptures. 

Her success began when she started her solo exhibitions. It was around this time that her trademark polka dots began appearing in her work.

Yayoi Kusama has said that the iconic polka dots in her work come from hallucinations she had as a child.

She produced art named: The Infinity Rooms. The Infinity Mirror Rooms come from her idea that “Polka-dots become movement ... Polka dots are a way to infinity”. The rooms give the illusion of infinite space, and the viewer experiences boundless light and colour.

	As a female artist, Kusama faced many challenges and discrimination. Despite this, she persevered, creating art that spoke to her experiences as a woman and her struggles with mental health.

 Her work, which often dealt with themes of identity, sexuality, and trauma, offered a unique and powerful female perspective.
