	The Bible is very important to Christians, and they use it in many ways to help them connect with God, learn about their faith, and live good lives.

Praying with the Bible: Many Christians read parts of the Bible during their personal prayers at home. They might read psalms (songs of praise) or stories about Jesus to help them feel close to God.

Reading and Learning: Christians read the Bible to understand God’s messages and how to live their lives. They might read one chapter or just a few verses each day.

Finding Answers: When Christians face a problem or have a question about life, they often look to the Bible for guidance. The Bible has many stories and teachings that help them understand how to make good choices, treat others kindly, and trust in God.
	For Jewish people, the Bible—called the Tanakh—is a very important book. It helps them to understand God’s teachings and how to live according to their faith.

Praying with the Bible: Jewish people often read from the Torah (the first five books of the Bible) and the Psalms during their private prayers. These prayers might be said in the morning, evening, or whenever they feel the need to connect with God.

Blessings and Prayers: Jewish people often say blessings before eating or doing something special, using words from the Bible to thank God for everything He has given them.

Reading the Torah: Jewish people study the Torah regularly. In synagogues, the Torah is read aloud during worship services, and at home, many Jewish people read a portion of the Torah each week.

Learning with Family or in Groups: Jewish people often study the Bible in groups or with their families. It’s important to ask questions and discuss the stories to understand the deeper meanings and how they can apply them to life today.

Mitzvot (Commandments): The Bible teaches Jewish people about the mitzvot (God’s commandments). These are rules about how to live a good life, like being kind, helping others, and following God’s teachings.
	Both the Bible and the Torah include many of the same stories.

The Torah is actually the first part of the Bible. In the Christian Bible, the Torah is included in the Old Testament.

Both the Bible and the Torah teach people about God and how to worship Him.

They explain how to live a life that is faithful to God, with stories, rules, and guidelines that show how people should act.

Both the Bible and the Torah have rules for living, called commandments or laws.

Both the Torah and the Bible are treated with great respect.

The Torah is the first five books of the Hebrew Bible and is used by Jews.

The Bible is the Christian holy book, which includes the Torah (in the Old Testament) and also contains the New Testament (about Jesus).

Christians follow the Bible and believe in the New Testament, while Jewish people focus on the Torah and the Hebrew Bible.
	One famous Christian celebrity today is Chris Pratt. He is an actor known for his roles in popular movies like Guardians of the Galaxy, Jurassic World, and The Lego Movie.

Chris Pratt is very open about his Christian faith. He has spoken in interviews about how his faith in Jesus helps him in his daily life and in his work.

He often shares how he prays before starting his work or when facing challenges in life.

Chris has mentioned that he tries to live by the teachings of the Bible, especially focusing on being kind, loving, and thankful for everything in life.

He believes in the power of prayer and gratitude, and he has thanked God for his success and his family.

He has been seen sharing his Christian faith at award shows and on social media, where he talks about his belief in God and encourages others to trust in him.

Chris also supports churches and Christian charities to help people in need.

	During World War 2, Jewish people were treated very badly because of their religion and background. This was because of a leader named Adolf Hitler and the Nazi Party in Germany. They believed that Jewish people were different and tried to harm them in many terrible ways.

Jewish people were treated unfairly and discriminated against in many ways.

They were forced to wear yellow stars on their clothes to show they were Jewish.

Jewish businesses and homes were destroyed, and many Jews were excluded from schools and jobs.

The Holocaust was the worst part of the persecution. This was when millions of Jewish people were captured, forced into concentration camps, and killed by the Nazis.

6 million Jewish people died during the Holocaust, including men, women, and children.

Many of them died from starvation, disease, and harsh treatment in the camps, and some were killed in gas chambers.

Jewish people were forced to leave their homes and sent to live in ghettos (crowded areas with terrible conditions).

Families were often separated, and many lost loved ones.

Some Jewish people managed to escape to other countries, but many could not.

Many Jews also joined groups that fought back against the Nazis, trying to protect themselves and others.
	The Kindertransport was a rescue mission that took place before and during World War 2. It helped save thousands of Jewish children from the Nazis. The word "Kindertransport" means "Children's Transport" in German.

A group of brave people in the UK (and other countries) decided to act. They worked together to bring Jewish children to safety.
Children aged 5 to 17 were put on trains, buses, or boats and sent to Britain.
The children were separated from their families, as their parents could not go with them.
The goal was to get these children away from the danger of Nazi persecution.
The Kindertransport saved about 10,000 Jewish children from Germany, Austria, Poland, and Czechoslovakia. They were taken to the UK, where they were given homes with foster families and sent to schools.

	Throughout history, Jewish people have faced prejudice and discrimination because of their religion and culture.

During the times of prejudice, many Jewish people continued to pray and celebrate festivals like Passover or Hanukkah, even if they were being treated unfairly.

During the Holocaust, when Jewish people were being persecuted, many helped each other by hiding and supporting each other through tough times.

After the Holocaust, Jewish people worked hard to make sure their story was heard and that future generations would know about the dangers of prejudice and hate.

Many Jewish communities and organizations now teach young people about the dangers of hate, prejudice, and discrimination through programs and events.

The Jewish teaching of Tzedakah (charity) encourages people to help those in need, regardless of their background or religion, which spreads understanding and peace.
	Remembering times when people faced hatred and prejudice is very important because it helps us learn from the past and make sure these mistakes don't happen again. When we understand the terrible things that have happened, we can try to prevent them in the future.

When we study prejudice and hatred, we learn the importance of being kind, respectful, and tolerant of everyone, no matter what their background or beliefs are.

Remembering the people who were hurt by prejudice shows that we care about justice and that we stand up for people who are treated unfairly. It helps the victims feel that their stories are heard and that their suffering is not forgotten.

When we remember examples of prejudice, it encourages us to build a more inclusive and fair world where people are treated equally.

We can teach younger generations about the dangers of hate, so they can grow up to be kind, understanding, and compassionate.

	The Eucharist is a special celebration for Christians, also known as Holy Communion or the Lord’s Supper. It helps people remember the Last Supper, which was the final meal Jesus had with his friends, the disciples, before he died.

🥖 What Happens in the Eucharist?
Bread and wine are shared. The bread represents Jesus’ body, and the wine represents His blood.
This reminds Christians of how Jesus gave His life for everyone because He loves us.
In some churches, people have small pieces of bread or wafers and a sip of wine (or grape juice).
✨ Why Is It Important?
Remembering Jesus: It helps Christians think about Jesus' love and sacrifice.
Feeling Close to God: It’s a way to feel connected to God and to each other.
Giving Thanks: The word “Eucharist” means “thanksgiving”, so it’s a time to say thank you to God.
⛪ Who Can Take Part?
In many churches, people take their first Holy Communion when they’re old enough to understand its meaning.
Some churches invite everyone to join in, while others have special rules.
It’s like a family meal for the Christian family, where people come together to remember something really important and to show love and gratitude.



	Salvation means being saved. In Christianity, it’s about how God rescues people from the wrong things they do (called sin) and helps them have a close friendship with Him.

Christians believe that Jesus died on the cross and came back to life to save everyone from sin, so they can be free and live with God forever.

💙 Forgiveness — Letting Go of Wrongs.

Christians believe that God forgives people when they are truly sorry and ask for His help to do better.

Jesus taught that we should also forgive others, just like God forgives us.

Eternal life means living with God forever, even after our life on Earth is over.

Christians believe that because of Jesus’ love and sacrifice, people can have a special life with God that never ends, full of peace and joy.

Even though there’s one God (Brahman), Hindus believe that God can appear in many different forms to help people understand Him better. These forms are called deities (or gods and goddesses).
Hindus believe that God is in everything—in nature, animals, people, and even the tiniest things. 🌳🐾
This is why kindness, respect, and caring for all living things are very important in Hinduism.
Hindus also worship many gods and goddesses who represent different parts of life.
Hindus believe that there are many ways to know and connect with God:
Through prayer and meditation 🧘

Through festivals, music, and dance 🎉

	Muslims believe in one God, called Allah.

Muslims believe in one God who created everything: the earth, sky, animals, and people. 🌍

	Muslims practice their faith by following the Five Pillars of Islam, which include:
Shahadah: Saying, “There is no god but Allah, and Muhammad is His messenger.”
Salah: Praying five times a day to connect with Allah. 🙏
Zakah: Giving to charity to help others. 💚
Sawm: Fasting during Ramadan to show self-control and thankfulness. 🌙
Hajj: A special pilgrimage to Mecca if they are able. 🕋
Hindus have many sacred texts (holy books) that share stories and teachings.

Hindus believe everyone has a duty (called dharma) to be kind, honest, and helpful.

Hindus believe in karma, which means that good actions bring good results, and bad actions bring bad results.
Hindus believe that when a person dies, their soul is reborn into a new life. This is called reincarnation.
The goal in Hinduism is to reach moksha, which means freedom from the cycle of life and death.
Hindus believe all life is sacred, which is why many are vegetarian and kind to animals. 🐄🌳

Hindus try to live peacefully without hurting others in words or actions. ✌️

Truthfulness: Always being honest and speaking the truth. 🗣️
Self-Control: Learning to control your emotions and make wise choices.
Hindus worship through prayers and festivals.

Hindus believe in karma, which means that your actions have consequences. If you do good things, good things will come back to you. If you do bad things, you might face challenges later. This belief encourages Hindus to be kind, honest, and helpful to others.

Many Hindus pray every day, either at home or in a temple. They might have a small shrine with pictures or statues of gods and goddesses. They light lamps, offer flowers, and chant prayers to show respect and gratitude.

Hindu festivals are colorful and joyful! Some popular ones are Diwali (the festival of lights) and Holi (the festival of colors). These festivals bring families and communities together to celebrate with food, music, and fun traditions.

Hindus believe that all living things are connected. This is why many Hindus are vegetarians—they don’t eat meat because they want to avoid harming animals.

Hindu teachings encourage people to respect their family, elders, and teachers. Helping others and being part of a strong community is very important in Hindu life.

Some Hindus practice yoga and meditation to help keep their minds and bodies healthy. This helps them stay calm, focused, and peaceful.

Muslims follow five important rules called the Five Pillars of Islam. These help them live good and meaningful lives.

Praying five times a day helps Muslims stay connected to their faith. They pray in the morning, at noon, in the afternoon, at sunset, and at night. This routine helps remind them to be thankful and do good deeds.

Muslims believe in showing kindness, honesty, and respect to everyone. They try to help others, be polite, and avoid things that could hurt people’s feelings.

Muslims eat halal food, which means it is prepared in a way that is allowed in Islam. They also don’t eat certain foods, like pork, and they don’t drink alcohol.

Muslims are encouraged to dress modestly, which means wearing clothes that cover their bodies respectfully. This is different depending on the person, family, or culture.

Family is very important in Islam. Muslims are taught to respect and care for their parents, elders, and younger family members. They also spend time helping their community.

Muslims celebrate festivals like Eid al-Fitr (at the end of Ramadan) and Eid al-Adha (the festival of sacrifice). These are joyful times with family gatherings, special prayers, and delicious food.

People have different views on God because of their beliefs, cultures, families, and personal experiences.

Many people learn about God from their families. The religion or beliefs their family follows often shape their own views.

Culture includes the traditions, languages, and history of the place where someone lives.

Some people feel connected to God through special experiences, like feeling peaceful in nature, during prayer, or when something amazing happens in their life.

As people grow, they may learn about different religions and decide what they believe for themselves.

	Religious architecture is impressive because it is designed to be special, beautiful, and meaningful. 
Many religious buildings, like churches, mosques, temples, and synagogues, are made to inspire people and help them feel close to their faith.
Many religious buildings are very tall or large, making them feel grand and important. For example, cathedrals have high ceilings that make you look up in awe!
These buildings often have colorful stained-glass windows, detailed carvings, gold decorations, and paintings that tell stories from religious texts.
Some religious buildings were built hundreds or even thousands of years ago! They were made with strong materials like stone so they could last a long time.
Many have special shapes, like domes, arches, or towers, and use repeated patterns to create a sense of peace and order.
These buildings aren’t just for looking at—they are places where people come together to pray, celebrate, and feel part of something bigger.
Holy Trinity Church: This historic Church of England parish church dates back to the 11th century. Over the centuries, it has undergone various additions and restorations, including significant work in 1841 and 1869. The church is recognized as a Grade II* listed building, highlighting its architectural and historical importance.
York minster is an historic building which has:
Great East Window – The largest expanse of medieval stained glass in the world.
Chapter House – A beautifully decorated room with no central pillar.
Central Tower – The highest point in York, offering stunning views.
Astronomical Clock – A tribute to fallen airmen from World War II.

Southwell Minister is located in Nottinghamshire. It’s key features are:
The Norman Nave – Large round arches and thick columns from the 12th century
 The Chapter House – Famous for its "Leaves of Southwell," stunning stone carvings of plants and animals
Twin Towers – A striking feature of the west front, making the minster easy to spot
The Choir and Pulpitum Screen – Beautifully carved medieval stonework

	Religious architecture is impressive because it is designed to be special, beautiful, and meaningful. 
Many religious buildings, like churches, mosques, temples, and synagogues, are made to inspire people and help them feel close to their faith.
Nottingham Hebrew Congregation is a Jewish place of worship in Nottingham.
It is also called Hatikvah Synagogue.
Inside, there is a special cabinet called the Ark, where the Torah scrolls (Jewish holy writings) are kept.

A Bimah (raised platform) is where the Torah is read.
People sit separately in some Orthodox synagogues, with men and women in different areas.
Doncaster Jamia Mosque is a Muslim place of worship. It is where Muslims pray, learn about Islam, and meet as a community.

 Inside, there is a prayer hall with a special area called the Mihrab, which shows the direction of Makkah.

There is a Minbar, where the Imam (prayer leader) speaks to the people.

 People take off their shoes before entering, and there is a place for washing before prayer.

	Both are sacred spaces where people come together to pray and learn about their religion.

Someone leads the prayer and service in both.

Both have holy books read in them.

Both buildings often have arches, domes, and tall towers (church spires or mosque minarets).

Both may have stained-glass windows, calligraphy, or carvings that tell religious stories.

Churches often have a tall spire or tower, sometimes with bells.

 Mosques usually have a dome and one or more minarets (tall towers where the call to prayer is made).

Churches have rows of seats (called pews), facing the altar at the front.

Mosques have a large open prayer hall with no chairs—Muslims pray on carpets or mats.

Churches often have stained-glass windows with pictures of Jesus, saints, or Bible stories.

Mosques do not have pictures of people but are decorated with beautiful patterns, Arabic writing (calligraphy), and geometric designs.

Churches have an altar at the front, where prayers and services are led.

Mosques have a Mihrab, a special niche in the wall that shows the direction of Makkah (Mecca) for prayer.

Churches may have bell towers, and church bells ring to call people to prayer.

Mosques have minarets, where the Adhan (call to prayer) is announced.
	Christian Aid is a charity that helps people around the world who are poor, hungry, or in danger. It is a Christian organisation, but it helps everyone, no matter what their religion is.

They help people who don’t have enough to eat or drink, especially in places where there are droughts or floods.
When people lose their homes because of disasters, like earthquakes or storms, Christian Aid helps them rebuild.
If there is a war, flood, or earthquake, Christian Aid sends food, medicine, and shelter to help people survive.
They help people find ways to earn money so they can look after themselves and their families.
Christian Aid teaches people how to protect the environment, grow crops in better ways, and use clean energy.
They work in Africa, Asia, South America, and other places where people are struggling.
They help people in the UK too, by raising money and teaching people about poverty.
Islamic Relief is a charity that helps people in need all over the world, no matter their religion.
They give food to hungry families and help build wells for clean water.
They send help when there are floods, earthquakes, or wars.
They look after children who have lost their parents.
They help build hospitals and schools.
They teach people how to look after the environment.
Islamic Relief follows Islamic teachings about helping others, especially during Ramadan and Eid, when Muslims give to charity (Zakat).

	Christians:
Worship means showing love and respect to God. 
Worship is about feeling close to God and learning how to live like Jesus did.

Generosity means sharing what you have with others. 

Christians believe that being generous is a way to show love and kindness to people around them.
